To comply with the curriculum reformation of the Division of Continuing
Education, English Department held 2 departmental curriculum meetings
to discuss about the courses offered in the new academic year. It has been
decided that as a result of the reformation, the Department of Foreign
Language Instruction is supposed to offer one program of foreign
language instruction, so-called #c% 4 & 42 for ¢t 3% %% - Thatis the
rationale behind the removal of # % & § /= %3 so that teaching
resources are not redundantly used.

In addition, the regulation that students must take certain credits within
the same module has been loosened to encourage cross-module course-
taking. In other words, students are not tied to one particular module and
can be more autonomous learners responsible for their own learning.
